* PSAT is required for all 10th and 11th grade students and is offered to all 9th grade students enrolled in Pre AP 

Algebra II or Pre Calculus. Homeschooled students living within the FISD boundaries, meeting these same 
criteria may also participate. 

* TAKS is only for students who have not yet met the passing standard, per their graduation plan (entered 9th 
grade in 2010-11 or earlier). 

* TELPAS is only required for students currently served through the LEP program. 

* STAAR Alternate is for a select few students who meet the participation requirements. 

* Conflicts between STAAR and AP exam dates will be resolved for those students affected.
